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What Did Jesus say about… Meekness?
Matthew 5: 5  "Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth."
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Context: The Beatitudes from the Sermon on the Mount as recorded in - Matthew 5:1-12
Matthew 5:1-12 (NLT) 
1 One day as he saw the crowds gathering, Jesus went up on the mountainside and sat down. His disciples gathered around him,
2 and he began to teach them. 
3 “God blesses those who are poor and realize their need for him, for the Kingdom of Heaven is theirs. 
4 God blesses those who mourn, for they will be comforted. 
5 God blesses those who are humble, for they will inherit the whole earth. 
6 God blesses those who hunger and thirst for justice, for they will be satisfied. 
7 God blesses those who are merciful, for they will be shown mercy. 
8 God blesses those whose hearts are pure, for they will see God. 
9 God blesses those who work for peace, for they will be called the children of God. 
10 God blesses those who are persecuted for doing right, for the Kingdom of Heaven is theirs. 
11 “God blesses you when people mock you and persecute you and lie about you and say all sorts of evil things against you because you are my followers. 
12 Be happy about it! Be very glad! For a great reward awaits you in heaven. And remember, the ancient prophets were persecuted in the same way. 

What is a Beatitude?

Considered as a statement or an assertion, a Beatitude expresses the idea, which is also a conviction, that a certain category of people are fortunate, that is, they have reason to consider themselves lucky, and thus have reason to rejoice and feel happy.  After all, the Latin word “Beatitudo” from which our word Beatitude comes, means both blessedness and happiness.

Then each of the Beatitudes asserts or mentions one of the several categories of people that deserve to be deemed fortunate and blessed.  The categories are distinguished by a certain aspect or fact about the person/s embraced by the category.  For some of the categories, the special aspect is merely a quality of the  soul - like a trait or characteristic.  For others it is not only a certain state of soul, but also what flows from it, a characteristic way of relating to other persons.  For still others, it is a characteristic way of being acted upon by others, and still in others it consists in the perception on not being acted upon by others in certain ways.


I.  Difference
A  This beatitude causes real surprise because it is so completely and entirely contrary to what we see in life. Who could ever imagine world conquest – possession of the whole universe – given to the meek, of all people!

"Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth." This is so contrary to the ways of the world. The world thinks in terms of strength and power, of ability, of self-assurance, of aggressiveness. According to the world, riches and glory, conquest and possession, become yours when you assert yourself, express yourself, organize your powers and abilities. Success is yours when you grab it, fight for it, and go for the gold. There is a Dutch saying, "Bold people possess half the world." The English equivalent is, "Fortune favours the bold." That's the attitude of the world.

However, Jesus says, "Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth." Once more, then, we are reminded that the child of God is completely different from the world. He or she is a new person, a new creation. The child of God belongs to an entirely different Kingdom. The child of God has an entirely different set of values and priorities.

Not only is the child of God so completely different from the world. We can also say that the world cannot possibly understand him or her. He or she is a riddle or paradox to the world. 

A real Christian is an odd number. He feels love for One whom he has never seen; talks with familiarity to Someone he cannot see; expects to go to heaven on the virtue of Another; empties himself in order to be full; admits he is wrong so he can be declared right; goes down in order to get up; is strongest when he is weakest; richest when he is poorest; and happiest when he feels the worst. He dies so he can live, forsakes in order to have; gives away so he can keep; sees the invisible, hears the inaudible, and knows that which surpasses learnt knowledge.

This means there is a big problem with our Christian lifestyle and profession, if the non-Christians around us have no problems when it comes to understanding why we do what we do.

B  "Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth." This statement must have come as a great shock to the Jews of Jesus' day. Those Jews had definite ideas about the Kingdom and the Messiah. The Kingdom - they thought - was going to be established here on Earth by military power and might. And the Messiah, they believed, was the One Who was going to lead them to victory. So they were thinking of conquest and fighting. After all, even the children of Israel had to fight for their inheritance in the Promised Land. But Jesus says, "No, no, that is not the way. I am not like that, and my Kingdom is not like that. My way, the way of my Kingdom is like this: Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth."

C  "Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth." I'm afraid that this beatitude is also contrary to much of what we see in the Christian Church today. As you all know, different groups have sprung up within the church in order to get the church to change its thinking on various issues. This happened with many contentious issues within the church, like: Women as Senior Pastors; Homosexuality, Abortion, Movies & Theatre, Makeup, and so forth. I can't help but observe that groups and individuals on both sides of the issues have been anything but meek in their approach; they want their own way and are willing to do almost anything to get it. Articles, speeches, newsletters, and magazines are spread throughout affirming their point-of-view, and in a manner that is nothing like meekness in its approach. There is much reason for concern but I know the answer does not lie in power politics and inflammatory speeches. For that's the way of the world. The world says, I have to grab, I have to fight, I have to conquer, or, if its going to be – then it is up to me. But the Christian knows better. He or she knows that the battle is the Lord's. we fight NOT against Flesh & Blood BUT principalities, powers and rulers in High Places – it is an invisible spiritual battle. We ought to be wise enough & humble enough to leave it up to Him and not try and do it ourselves using natural means.

II. Examples
A "Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth." Who are these meek? What do they do? What are they like? Perhaps the best way of approaching this is to look at it in terms of certain examples.
1. ABRAHAM is one person who springs to mind. Remember when the herdsmen of Abraham and Lot argued about water and grass? Abraham proposed a parting of ways. Abraham was the older of the two; it was to him that God gave the promise of the land; so Abraham had every right to choose first. However, Abraham yielded by giving Lot the first choice. And he does it without murmur and without complaint. That is meekness in action (Gen 13:8-11).
2. King DAVID. Remember him as a lad - going out to meet the mighty giant Goliath armed only with a sling and 5 pebbles? He slung one stone and killed Goliath. I think you would agree with me that this was one of the greatest moments of David's life. Did you ever notice that David never describes this victory over Goliath in all of the psalms? He talks about everything else that has happened: enemies, sins, trials, lessons. But he never talks about his victory over Goliath, which is only ever told to us by others. That is meekness.
3. JOHN THE BAPTIST. He was such a powerful figure that Josephus, the great Jewish historian, reports when John's name was mentioned many years later people still trembled at the thought of him. Jesus' eulogy of John was that "Among those born of women there has not risen anyone greater than John the Baptist" (Mt 11:11). Yet, John was one of the meekest men in history. When asked who he was, John the Baptist simply said, "I am nobody. I am to be heard, not to be seen. I am just a voice" (John 1:23). When John saw the Christ, instead of giving a speech about his own great accomplishments, he sent his disciples to follow Jesus telling them, "He must become greater; I must become less" (John 3:30). Another time John said that he was not worthy to untie the thongs of Christ's sandals (John 1:27). His humility, his meekness, could scarcely be greater.
4. PAUL THE APOSTLE. What a mighty man of God. Yet he calls himself the worst of all sinners and the least of the apostles (1 Tim 1:15; 1 Cor 15:9). Consider what he suffered: beatings, stonings, imprisonment, shipwreck, & hunger. Consider what the churches said about him:  (2Cor 10:10) For some say, "His letters are weighty and forceful, but in person he is unimpressive and his speaking amounts to nothing."  Paul admits he is "timid" when face to face and "bold" when away (2 Cor 10:1). 

5. Lastly, consider JESUS CHRIST. Don't forget Who He is: the second person of the triune Godhead, the eternal Son, the Word through Whom God made the heavens and the earth. In entering our world He made Himself nothing, He took on the nature of a servant, He humbled Himself and became obedient to death (Phil 2:6f). On Sunday before Passover He came into Jerusalem "gentle and riding on a donkey" (Mt 21:5). What's more, Christ took up His cross and carried it (John 19:17). He didn't have to be dragged to Calvary. And, when He died on the cross He yielded everything. Remember what He said?  (Mt 11:28-29) "Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest. (29) Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. You see His meekness in all areas of life. You see it in His reaction to other people. You see it in the way He suffered persecution and scorn, sarcasm and derision.
III Meekness
A "Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth." Well, then, what is meekness? We have looked at biblical examples. What do we see in them? What are they like? What do they tell us about this quality called - meekness?

First, let us notice what it isn't. 
· It is not a natural quality. Apart from the Lord, take everyone of those examples I mentioned, and you will find someone who is not meek by nature. Think of the powerful, extraordinary nature of a man like David, and yet observe his meekness. Think of Paul: a master mind, a strong character, an extraordinary personality; yet consider his utter humility and meekness. No, it is not a natural quality – something you can be born with; rather, it is something that is only produced by the Spirit of God (Gal 5:23) and life experience.
· Also, meekness is not the same as being easy-going. There are people who are easy-going, but that does not mean they are meek. Some of them are flabby or hen-pecked, some of them have weakness in personality or character, and some of them are just plain nice people.
· Meekness does not mean a spirit of compromise, or "peace at any price." How often is the man regarded as meek who is willing to smooth over all differences, overlook all divisions, and puts unity over truth. No, that is not meekness – that is spinelessness.

· Meekness is not weakness. Meekness is compatible with great authority and power. The martyrs were meek, but they were never weak; they were strong men, yet meek men. God forbid that we should ever confuse the two.

B What, then, is meekness? 
Firstly, - It is something every Christian is supposed to be. Every child of God, regardless of his temperament or psychology, is meant to be meek. Every child of God, regardless of position or power, is meant to be meek. Every child of God, regardless of gifts or abilities, is meant to be meek. All children of God, whether they are employed or volunteer, whether they be male or female, whether they be young or old, whether they be for or against certain issues - are meant to be meek. 

During the American Revolution a man in civilian clothes rode past a group of soldiers repairing a small defensive barrier. Their leader was shouting instructions, but making no attempt to help them. Asked why by the rider, he retorted with great dignity, "Sir, I am a corporal!"
The stranger apologized, dismounted, and proceeded to help the exhausted soldiers. The job done, he turned to the corporal and said, "Mr. Corporal, next time you have a job like this and not enough men to do it, go to your commander-in -chief, George Washington, and I will come and help you again."


Secondly, The Greek word “πραΰς” praus (pra-ooce) used by Jesus means "MILD, gentle, humble, considerate, patient, courteous." Our natural inclination is to be defensive, critical, rebellious, ready to become angry, upset and irritated in all kinds of circumstances. Meek people are long on endurance and patience. They are willing to bear a cross without grumbling. They are able to live comfortably in “delayed gratification” because they are in the race of life for the long haul.

C When or if we are meek it should come to expression in three areas. 
First of all, we should be meek towards God. When He tests our faith, we should not act as children who start screaming and kicking because they are disciplined. Think of it this way: The Greek word for "meek" describes an animal which has been trained by its master. Wild and unruly animals are worthless but when trained they become meek, that is teachable and quiet. Likewise, people who are meek are open to the Lord's leading, guidance, and direction. Those who are meek are under the control and discipline of God. And those who aren't meek are not under the instruction of the Lord – but rather guided by their own selfish whims & fancies.

Second, we should be meek towards our fellow man. This does not mean that we may not stand up for what is right. We are commanded to seek justice on behalf of others and also for ourselves. We have the right to appeal to the earthly authorities who are established by God to see justice implemented. But at the same time, as individuals or as a church, we should not be vengeful, taking the law into our own hands, if we are not satisfied with the earthly outcomes. Meekness meets evil with good and answers harm with love.

Third, we should be meek towards ourselves. The man who is meek is not always watching out for himself or for his own interests. He is not always on the defensive. He is not overly sensitive. We know all about this, don't we? One of the greatest curses of man's fall into sin is this sensitivity about the self. We spend the whole of our lives watching ourselves, preoccupied with ourselves. But when the child of God becomes meek, he or she is finished with all that; he or she no longer worries about self and what others say and think. To be truly meek means we no longer protect ourselves or our reputation. The woman who is truly meek is never sorry for herself and full of self-pity. The man who is truly meek doesn't blow his own horn or draw attention to himself like the Pharisees of Jesus’ day. 


Corrie Ten Boom used to tell the story about a proud woodpecker who was tapping away at a dead tree when the sky unexpectedly turned black and the thunder began to roll. Undaunted, he went right on working. Suddenly a bolt of lightning struck the old tree, splintering it into hundreds of pieces. Startled but unhurt, the haughty bird flew off, screeching to his feathered friends, "Hey, everyone, look what I did! Look what I did!"

This old woodpecker reminds me of people who think more highly of themselves than they should. Usually they are so busy bragging about their achievements and their greatness that they fail to recognize God as the source of all their abilities. They are suffering from spiritual delusions of grandeur. Without the Lord no one amounts to anything, and in our own strength we cannot please Him.


IV Inherit the Earth
A "Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth." "Inherit the earth." What does that mean? It has a present and a future reference.
In one way the meek already inherit the earth. The person who is truly meek is always satisfied; he or she is already content. The apostle Paul best expresses this when he says about himself: 

(2 Cor 6:10) having nothing, and yet possessing everything ...

(Phil 4:18) I am amply supplied ...

(Phil 4:11-13) ... I have learned to be content whatever the circumstances ...

(1 Cor 3:21-23) All things are yours ... (because) ... you are of Christ, and Christ is of God.

All things are yours if you are one of those meek children of God; you have already inherited the earth. The godless may boast and throw their weight around, yet real possession, real happiness, real satisfaction, eludes their grasp. The meek, on the other hand, although they may be deprived of natural possessions, yet because they know what it is to live and reign with Christ, can enjoy and even "possess" the earth, which ultimately belongs to Christ and to those whom he shall give it to.

B "Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth." "Inherit the earth." This obviously has a future reference too. In the future life the tables will be turned. At that time the blessed meek – people who in this life are being trampled underfoot, who struggle for existence, people who have chosen to allow God to reign in their life while others ignore or ride roughshod over them – will become kings and judges in the future. They shall inherit the earth. Again I think of what Paul says: 

(1 Cor 6:2-3) Do you not know that the saints will judge the world? ... Do you not know that we will judge angels? How much more the things of this life! (cf Mt 19:28)

(2 Tim 2:12) if we endure, we will also reign with him ... (cf Rom 8:17)

"The earth" which the meek are to inherit might be also be translated as "the land" -- bringing out the more immediate reference to an earthly kingdom which the Messiah was to usher in, and with a particular focus on Canaan or Judah as the promised land, the secure possession of which was  - to the Old Testament saints - the evidence and manifestation of God's favour resting on them, and the ideal of all true and abiding favour. 
Even in Psalm 37 from which these words are taken - the promise to the meek is not held forth as an arbitrary (or random) reward, but as one having a definite kind of natural fulfillment. When they delight themselves in the Lord, He gives them the desires of their heart: when they commit their way to Him, He brings it to pass; bringing forth their righteousness as the light, and their judgment as the noonday: the little that they have, even when despoiled of their rights, is better than the riches of many wicked. 
All things, in short, are theirs -- in the possession of that favour which is life, and of those rights which belong to them as the children of God -- whether this world, or life, or death, or things present, or things to come; all things - is theirs (1Co 3:21, 22); and at length, as they succeed in overcoming (enduring), they "inherit all things" (Rev. 21:7). 
Thus the Godly meek are the true heirs to every hectare of ground, of every people group on that land, and of every resource that the land or people produce. The meek are Jesus’ heirs to the entire earth – which includes: land, people, & resources.
Illustration: The Meekest Man on earth – Moses.
"Who is the LORD that I should obey...?" the mighty pharaoh asked Moses in Exodus 5:2. This is the same question Moses had to ask himself years earlier. 

The calling and conversion of Moses is a remarkable story (especially as we take some license to fill in the blanks of the narrative). As the Bible and history show, incredible honour was given to this man with incredible humility. What shaped this man's character, and what made him the meekest man on the earth? 

Predestined and Protected 
Moses' mother, Jochebed, may have remembered the good times in Egypt. Some reckonings show she may have been born while her uncle Joseph was still in a high position in Egypt (Numbers 26:59). Now, several decades later, pregnant with her third child, she and her husband, Amram, heard the news from Pharaoh—all male babies were to be killed!   (NB: This was Satans’ first attempt at stopping a generation of influencers, The second was Herod at Bethlehem, and the Third is today – the abortion and birth control epidemic – what great things does God intend for his church to do today????)
The Jewish historian Josephus gives us traditional details he had learned. Josephus records that Amram prayed to God about this, and an angel appeared to him stating that the child that Jochebed was carrying would deliver the Israelites from slavery. The angel also said that he would be raised in a surprising way, and his name would last as long as the world ( Antiquities of the Jews, Book II, 9:3)! 

When Jochebed went into labor, there was little pain, and very few knew she had delivered (Antiquities II, 9:4). For three months—with total faith in God—they kept the baby a secret. When things got to the point that they could no longer keep him hid, they demonstrated their faith by putting the child totally in God's hands (Hebrews 11:23). 

Jochebed's hands may have been trembling when she put her infant son in a basket in the Nile, but her faith did not waver. God noticed and rewarded her and Amram's faith by allowing them to get to take care of their son for three years and get paid for it, although slaves! God had also blessed Moses with good looks and a gifted mind. No doubt his parents told him what his destiny was! Even at such a young age, Moses knew he was special. 

Moses Must Choose 
At age 3 Moses was adopted by Pharaoh's daughter. Moses was given a royal education. He became great in Egypt. Apparently Moses became a general for the Egyptian army ( Antiquities II, 10:1). He was a great orator and had many great deeds (Acts 7:22). 

Apparently both the Egyptian people and the Hebrews liked Moses. The Egyptian leaders, however, were uncomfortable with him. 

Josephus records that even the Egyptians were aware that a "deliverer" would be raised up and free the Israelites. Some warned that Moses was this person, even when Pharaoh's daughter brought Moses before Pharaoh. From a toddler through adulthood, the authorities were not sure what to do with Moses. But God obviously influenced their decisions so His will would be done. Moses became a great prince, and partook of all the benefits associated with royalty (Antiquities II, 9:7). Indeed, he was raised in a surprising way! 

As Moses became more popular among the people, the authorities were more concerned with him, afraid he might bring a revolt against the Egyptians (Antiquities II, 11:1). Moses tried to please the Egyptians and the Hebrews. Perhaps he thought when he had more power, he could free his people. But Moses finally reached a crossroads and had to choose. 

We are told in Acts 7:23 that God brought into remembrance his purpose, and so Moses went to visit his people. At age 40, when he saw a taskmaster beating a Hebrew, he deliberately killed the Egyptian (Exodus 2:11-12). 

As recorded in Acts 7:25, Moses thought his people would believe that God was working through him to rescue them. But Moses had taken things into his own hands and acted rashly. This act gave Pharaoh the reason he needed to get rid of Moses. Moses became afraid and ran. He left his family and his people. Moses became a fugitive. 

Humility Before Honor 
Imagine the change. From the plush comforts of Egypt to the hot desert of Midian (Modern day Saudi Arabia – incidentally, there is where God promised to bring him back to when he had delivered the people out of Egypt NOT the Sinai Peninsula). Moses chose God over Egypt, and this is how it turned out. Or did it? God did not immediately intervene when Moses got in trouble for trying to help his fellow man. Did Moses think, "Is this what I get for trying to be faithful and fulfill my calling?" (compare Hebrews 11:24-25). 

But God had not given up on Moses. God just used the natural circumstances of life to continue Moses' training and education. 

Moses became what the Egyptians despised—a shepherd (see Genesis 46:31-34). Instead of leading mighty armies, he was reduced to leading fragile sheep. Instead of being a great orator to thousands of people, he talked to animals. When Moses left Egypt, he had no intentions of becoming a shepherd. He still believed he was the chosen one. But as time passed, his illusions of royal grandeur began to fade. 

When Moses looked into the night sky, how much did he think about being the deliverer his parents said he would be? When he saw the caravans going to Egypt, how much did Moses think about his family, still slaves? And when Moses prayed to God, how many of his prayers centered on his destiny? 

Moses eventually married and raised a family. As the months turned into years, Moses came to the conclusion that he was not going to be the great deliverer. His parents must have been wrong. As time passed, Moses became content and accepted his lot in life as a humble shepherd (Exodus 2:21) (the word was - is better translated became). 

Moses learned a lot during these 40 years. He learned to be gentle and caring. He learned how to herd sheep, and now God could use him to herd people. But more importantly, Moses learned that all his knowledge and abilities had not gotten him wealth and greatness. 

Rather, trusting in himself only brought trouble and heartache (compare Proverbs 14:12). God had used natural circumstances of life — brought about by Moses' choices — to humble him (that is: To make humble or lowly in mind; that is to abase(subjugate) the pride or arrogance of; to reduce the self-sufficiency of; to make meek and submissive; to be trained or disciplined) and teach him -valuable lessons during these 40 years. Yes, Moses learned that true greatness comes only from God (Zechariah 4:6). 

A Different Moses 
The humility of Moses was apparent at the burning bush. He said that he was not great, neither in the past nor now (Exodus 4:10). But Moses was great in the things he said he wasn't (Acts 7:22). Yet Moses knew that his abilities were nothing compared to God. Moses kept declining the offer, thinking, "I'm too old to be chasing chariots!" And finally Moses said he just didn't want to do it, being content at 80 years old just tending sheep. 

Consider, for a moment, what Moses' reaction might have been 40 years earlier. His answer may have been, "Yes, let's make those Egyptians pay for what they're doing! I've killed one, let's get the rest!" Moses' outlook had completely changed. He realized it wasn't all about him. Moses was finally ready, at age 80. 

Can we imagine what was going through Moses' mind during his journey back to Egypt? Surely he thought of many memories of his family and the joy of seeing his brother and learning about the welfare of his parents and sister. Chills must have run up his spine as he realized his parents were right. 

But now, instead of thinking of himself as someone important, he really felt inadequate. He knew he needed God. This was not the same Moses who left Egypt 40 years earlier. 

A Man of Selfless Devotion 
It is interesting to note that after accepting God's commission, whenever God told Moses to do something, the Bible records, "And Moses did as he was commanded." No more did Moses take things into his own hands, like killing the taskmaster. Moses learned to follow God's lead (Proverbs 3:5-6). Also note that Moses did not have to kill even one Egyptian when he returned. God took care of all that. 

Even with all the great miracles done through him and all the attention given him, Moses still gave credit to God. Forty years earlier this might have gone to his head (compare 1 Timothy 3:6). Even leading 3 million people, Moses knew God was His and the people’s leader, not him. 
Numbers 12:3 tells us that Moses was the meekest person at that time. This statement was made after Moses' conversion, not before. So where did this humility come from? 

A lot of Moses' humility came by hindsight. Moses looked back and saw all the years God worked with him, even though he wasn't aware of it at times. As an infant Moses' life was saved by a caring God. Moses' looks, intelligence and charisma were given by a gracious God (compare Deuteronomy 8:18). 

The opportunities given him during his first 40 years were orchestrated by an influential God. The additional 40 years of final training in the wilderness was provided by a faithful God. And his incredible 40-year journey leading Israel to the Promised Land was guided by a longsuffering God. Yes, Moses understood that it was by God's grace that he became the person he was (1 Corinthians 15:10). 

Like looking at the backside of tapestry, Moses at first could not see the purpose for all that had happened to him, but when the tapestry was turned over, he could clearly see the greatness and mercy of God in his life. Moses learned that when God is involved, all things work together for good (Romans 8:28). Now Moses really understood, "Who is the Lord, that I should obey?" 

At the end of his life, Moses' own words state why he—and all people—should obey God. In Deuteronomy 4: 39-40 he said, "Therefore know this day, and consider it in your heart, that the LORD Himself is God in heaven above and on the earth beneath; there is no other. You shall therefore keep His statutes and His commandments which I command you today, that it may go well with you and with your children after you, and that you may prolong your days in the land which the LORD your God is giving you for all time." 

Moses also said in Deuteronomy 31: 6, "Be strong and of good courage, do not fear nor be afraid of them; for the LORD your God, He is the One who goes with you. He will not leave you nor forsake you." 

Conclusion
"Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth." 
I repeat what I said before: this is not a natural condition. None of us can make ourselves meek. Nothing but the Holy Spirit working in and through us - can make us one of the blessed meek. It is the inner working of the Holy Spirit transforming us - that can renew us from being selfish people to being meek like Christ – that is a person of immense power yet operating under obedient restraints. 

We who were once wild, selfish sinners – but now - tamed by the GRACE of God - can endure all things; hope all things; and in that process - we will inherit all things: if we remain disciplined to the principles, manners and customs of the Kingdom of God.

You and I claim to be Christian. 
This means we claim to have the Holy Spirit living inside us to help us live as Christians. If the Holy Spirit is REGENERATING us then this means we have taken up the YOKE (guiding principles) of Jesus Christ and we live by His rules not our own or the rules of this world or culture – we have been transformed to be Christlike – not be like some funny kind of people who go to church but there is no statistical evidence to prove there is a difference in the way we live when compared to those who do not claim to be Christian.

This means YOU and I have no excuse for not being a person of godly discipline – we who are the Meek – are people who demonstrate godly living – Absolute Power under absolute Control – Just like water disciplined to run through pipes to turn a propeller in order to generate power. We have been harnessed by God to represent Him here on earth as people of Divine Power – who can heal the sick, raise the dead, preach the good news, cast out demons, and do many other great signs and wonders.

So I ask you: are you what you are supposed to be? Are you one of the blessed meek? Have you learnt from the lessons in life to be meek – just like Moses? 
You can be! If you let God come into your life and take the reigns and be your master in all things. You can make a difference in this world – the choice is entirely yours. Be MEEK – that is live with controlled strength, or you can be unruly – the master of your own selfish destiny and ultimately lose everything. The choice is entirely yours.
